Historic Centre of Prague, Old Town Square, the World
Heritage Site and At the Smetana Hall - A Rehearsal

Scene for the Czech Philharmonic Orchestra's Prague,
Spring International Music Competition were both
used as the official main visuals. In the latter, if you
look closely, you can see Mr. and Mrs. Kakiuchi in

the audience seats, and the inscription “I am sketch-
ing.” Prague in Early Summer, an oil painting based on
a sketch of the same composition, is a very impressive
scene of a streetcar running through a building. Mald
Strana, Site of St. Nicholas Church, Prague was used
for the cover of “Noriko Kakiuchi Works of Watercol-
or & Oil Painting Journey to Europe.” When she post-
ed the image of this work on SNS, She received posi-
tive feedback from people living in Prague. The work
Charles Bridge overlooking Prague Castle and St. Vitus
Cathedral is also used on the aforementioned official

website to convey Prague's charms. The oil painting
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The Old City of Prague was donated to Kawasaki City
Shinjo Elementary School in Nakahara-ku, Kawasaki
City, where Kakiuchi lives. Kakiuchi has donated 17
works of art to elementary and junior high schools in
the city, and will soon receive an award from Kawa-
saki City in recognition of her cultural contributions
through art. We will continue to follow the activities
of Noriko Kakiuchi, who is energetically working to
become the venerable director of Daichowa Associa-

tion in 2021.
